
Shakespearean Monologue Assignment 

Part of fully understanding Shakespeare is developing the ability to readily read his 

prose and blank verse.  Also, by memorizing a Shakespearean monologue, you will join 

the ranks of great intellectuals! 

Monologue: Long, uninterrupted speech addressed to others on the stage.  It is usually 

the process by which a character reveals feelings or works out thoughts.  

Soliloquy: A monologue delivered when the character believes himself to be alone.
